	Course description
	In the course students achieve high standards in all language skills (level C2). They further develop their reading skills through various authentic texts representing different aspects of the culture and social life of the English-speaking countries. Students also write essays and summaries, thus further developing their writing skills. They improve their speaking skills and are encouraged to think critically. They enrich their vocabulary with idioms, collocations and phrasal verbs. Students translate shorter texts from different fields, thus acquiring some basic principles of translation. The choice of adequate grammatical structures and lexis are the essential components of translation competence, as well as textual competence which includes the ability to notice the differences in the register and to sound natural. Also, students develop learning strategies and are trained for independent work.
