	Course description
	In the course students develop their language skills on level C2. Reading newspaper articles and contemporary short stories, they enrich their vocabulary. Also, these texts encourage discussion about various topics, so that students develop their interactive skills and critical thinking. Through individual work they develop strategies that enable individual learning. Students translate various shorter texts, thus acquiring basic translation techniques. The choice of appropriate grammatical structures and vocabulary is essential for the development of translation competence as well as textual competence including the ability to be aware of both the register and stylistic differences.
